I've been friends with Connie, Walter, and Albert for forty years. | have other long-lasting friendships, but
few that have spanned four decades. | first met Connie and Walter in 1973 through a mutual friend,
when | started working at the post office at the age of nineteen. Albert had just been born, Walter was
finishing law school, and Connie was hard at work keeping house and home for their new family.

My career at the post office blossomed, starting out as a clerk in the Oklahoma City mail processing plant
and ending as the Manager, Budget, for the Oklahoma District. Having only a high school education, | had
to rely on self-taught abilities in computer programing, financial analysis and writing to advance my
career. The Postal Service was very good to me, and | have fond memories of my friends and work
experience there.

| retired January 1, 2010, fully intending to relax and enjoy myself after almost thirty-seven years on the
job. That lasted about a year and a half. Connie had already been writing a few years at that point, but
had yet to publish. She asked me if | would read her books, and of course, | said yes.

| was amazed by the books; the stories and characters were engaging, but there was a part of me that
couldn't resist pulling out the red pen to make a few "suggestions." Hesitantly, | returned her
manuscripts with honest feedback about the stories and characters, but with red ink pointing out errors
in punctuation, grammar, and spelling. | fully expected to be told "thanks, but no thanks," but to my
delight, Connie seemed thrilled with my efforts.

Once Connie started publishing at a rapid rate, we developed a proofreading/editing process that now
seems like a well-oiled machine. Her writing and my editing have improved with time, and we're very
pleased with the process. That's not to say we don't miss things now and then; we do. Thankfully we
have a few beta readers who catch most of our mistakes.

As Connie's books gained popularity, it was obvious that she would need a social presence. She started
her Facebook page, a blog, and contracted to have a web site built. As you know, Connie is very
responsive on Facebook, answering virtually every question or comment posted by her readers. She also
updates her blog regularly. But the most important thing is that she continues to write.

As things progressed, we started selling merchandise related to her books, scheduling events for her and
fans to meet, accepting requests for speaking engagements, etc. Connie has maintained her focus on
what is important — the books. She leaves (almost) everything else to me.
